Terrain  - There will be a mix of terrain with fast riding fire tracks, fast smaller paths, single track and downhill tracks. Riding off the tracks is forbidden! Please stick to the tracks and DON’T go cross country! (I can verify that it is not worth it in most areas).
Several of the paths have been adapted to discourage MTB use – be careful towards path junctions as several have fences with a gap too narrow for handlebars across the end.
Extraction lanes exist throughout the forest – these are not on the map however are clearly unrideable.

In the interest of future events: Last time an event ‘of this type’ was held at Wharncliffe there were several complaints from other forest users. Please respect other forest users and slow down when near walkers and especially those walking dogs. I know it is a race but if we want to obtain permissions in future we need no complaints during this event.
